Life Study of Matthew – Study guide 

Dear brothers and sisters,  

We will continue this week’s truth pursuit with Message 15 of the Life-study of Matthew - “The Decree of the 
Kingdom’s Constitution (3)”. This life-study covers Matt. 5:3-12, concerning the nature of the kingdom people. 

Here is an excerpt from this message followed by key verses for pray-reading and questions for your study: 

“…in the constitution of the heavenly kingdom, the Lord Jesus firstly reveals the kind of people who live in the 
kingdom of the heavens…The nine blessings in 5:3-12…deals mainly with our inward being, not with outward 
material things. Along with our inward being, these verses also deal somewhat with the outward expression. 
Take the example of righteousness. If you read these verses carefully, you will see that righteousness here is 
not merely a matter of outward behavior. Rather, it is the outflow of our inner being, the expression of what we 
are within… 

In considering the nature of the kingdom people as revealed in these verses…They should always be poor in 
spirit, mournful over the present situation, meek in facing opposition, righteous toward themselves, merciful 
toward others, pure toward God, peaceful toward all men, persecuted for righteousness, and reproached for 
the sake of Christ…”(Witness Lee, Life-study of Matthews, Living Stream Ministry, Anaheim, CA, msg. 15, pp. 
189-190) 

Key Verses for pray-reading: Matt 5:3-12 

Questions: 

1. What are the nine crucial words of the nature of the kingdom people? The sequence of these words is 
very significant. How are “poor in spirit”, “mourning”, and “meek” related to one another? How the word 
“meekness” can be applied in our family life, church life, and Christian life? 

2. How are “righteous toward themselves”, “merciful toward others”, and “pure toward God”, related for us 
to see God?  

3. How can we be peacemakers? Why are we being persecuted for righteousness and reproached for 
Christ?  

4. What are the rewards to each of the nine blessings? What is the real blessing?
