o North America College Training (NACT) (16-22 July) 
▪ 230 saints from Europe (94 from the UK) are attending the NACT that began on Lord’s Day. May the 

Lord fully gain all of these young vessels for His economy! Please pray: 

o The saints’ health - please pray for the saints to remain in good health, both before and 

during the NACT that each attendee would be able to fully participate and would remain 

healthy for the entire time with no spread of sickness. 

o The students would allow the word of God to dwell in them richly, being constituted with the 

word through memorizing many verses, redeeming the time.
