Persevere in Prayer 

❖ Intercessory Prayer for North America 
o Church in Atlanta 

▪ Church meeting hall was damaged due to an arson in June 2021. 

▪ Re-building and expansion would require funding in excess of USD 5M.  

o Burdened for the GTCA cities to pray, to fellowship, to blend, to give and to migrate.  

o For the oneness of the Body and the one accord in the migration to gain typical Americans in 

this country.  

❖ For the Lord’s move on the earth  
o Pray for Churches and saints in Philippines 

▪ Super Typhoon “Rai” (known as “Odette” in the Philippines) caused widespread 

devastation overnight on 16 January. The Church in Cebu City had 5 halls destroyed and 

15 partially damaged, with 636 saints’ home severely affected.  

▪ Please pray that our Lord covers and protects the saints and all His interests in the 

Philippines! 

o Online Baltic-Nordic conference (25-28 January 2022)
